ADWEC's role is to ensure that
sufficient production capacity is available to meet all
reasonable demands for Water and Electricity and these
are procured economically. This role is fulfilled through
long-term Demand Forecasts, Generation Expansion
Planning, Power and Water Purchase Agreements
(PWPA) with the Producers and annual Bulk Supply
Tariff (BST) agreemerts with Distribution Companies
(DISCOs). ADWEC purchases the main fuel (natural gas)
from Fuel Suppliers and provides it to the Producers.
